Recognizing that there is limited space, it would be ideal to get the road farther from the
shoreline if possible. However, please do continue to allow eastbound traffic all the way through
the park. During busy times around campus, this route is a valuable shortcut for local traffic that
knows how to avoid football Saturday and other traffic jams. Please do NOT add a dog park.
The fences are ugly and would inevitably ruin the views from all parts of the park. Not everyone
has or even appreciates dogs and the mess they leave (even with a fenced area, dogs tend to
leave messes on their way to and from the the fenced area and owners aren't always great
about cleaning it up).
